Garden Glove Puppets

Materials Needed:

· Inexpensive pair of cloth garden gloves (solid color is best)

· Flat washers (approximately ½ inch)
· Hot glue gun

· Puppet pattern(s)

· Poster board

· Scissors

· Spray adhesive or school glue

· Magnet strips (or Velcro)

· Character patterns

1. Prepare puppets. 

· Use the spray adhesive or school glue to attach the copy of character faces to the poster board.

· Cut out the puppet (the poster board provides stability).

· Cut approximately a ½” piece of magnet strip and attached to the back of the puppet (or Velcro)
2. Hot glue the flat washers (or Velcro) to the inside tip of each finger.  You may wish to glue an additional washer in the center of the palm of the glove if your puppet story requires more than 5 pieces, as in the case of the 6 Character Critters.

Hint: Lay the hot glue down in the same size and shape as the washer (circular), if not the glue will bubble through the hole and prevent the magnets from working properly.
