Minutes
Monday, December 8, 2008

A meeting of the Evangeline Parish FCS Advisory Committee was Monday, December 8, 2008 at 9:30 a.m. at the Parish LSU AgCenter Meeting Room.  Present were: Tina Guillory, Extension Agent (4-H Youth Development and FCS); Adrienne Vidrine, Regional FCS Coordinator;  Jane Jones, Extension Agent /Child Care Provider Trainer; Stacey Nevills, Parent Educator; Michelle Lemoine, Nutrition Education Associate, 1890 Program;  Melody Coco, Nutrition Educator- 1890 Program; Dr. Gloria Nye, FRM Specialist; Susan Fontenot, Secretary, Evangeline Parish Extension Service; Lynn Landreneau, President, Evangeline FVC; Debbie Fontenot, Manager, Evangeline Medicare Office; Allen Freeman, Supervisor, Evangeline Parish  School Food Service Program; Virginia Williams, Representing the Evangeline Parish Head Start Program; Jennifer  Vidrine, Assistant Director, Evangeline Community Action Agency;  and Pam McGee, Director, Ville Platte Main Street Program.

Tina Guillory welcomed members and thanked them for coming.  


Adrienne Vidrine explained that the purpose of the Advisory Committee is to provide a means for stakeholders to make sure our programs are meeting the needs of the parish clientele.  We need the help of the parish advisory committee to market our programs to the clientele in the parish.   She also explained that the advisory members are the ones that can let the Evangeline agents know what needs need to be met.   Committee members introduced themselves along with their job description.  The Extension Service Staff gave a brief summary of programs they have to offer.

Tina Guillory, Extension Agent (4-H Youth Development) – responsible for the overall operation of the FCE Program in Evangeline Parish which includes FCE.  Airs Radio programs twice a month on KVPI,  “Serving Louisiana Families” newsletter, “Smart  Bodies” Program

Adrienne Vidrine, Regional FCE Coordinator – responsible for Family Resource Management in Evangeline Parish – submits news columns to the area papers on a regular basis.

Jane Jones, Extension Agent /Child Care Provider Trainer – conducts Child Care Provider Program covering seven parishes.  Also submits news articles to the Ville Platte Gazette and Basile Weekly, mails Child Care Provider newsletters which includes her quarterly training schedule to approximately 40 daycare centers, Headstart, and registered home care providers in Evangeline Parish.


Stacey Nevills, 1890 Parent Educator – responsible for Parent Education for low income families – conducts the “Full Circle Program” and “PPSP” classes to parents of head start students.

Michelle Lemoine, Nutrition Education Associate, 1890 Program - “Health Rocks” program for Jr. High students, low income food preparation & diabetic care programs at the senior citizen assisted living facilities, nutrition programs for the head start parents, and monthly nutrition newsletters.   


Melody Coco, Nutrition Educator- 1890 Program - teaches nutrition classes to the Head Start children in Evangeline, Avoyelles and Rapides Parishes, and assists with “Health Rocks” program for Jr. High students.

Dr. Gloria Nye, Family Resource Management Specialist, started working with the LSU AgCenter in August – working on home buyer program and “SALE” program, submits articles and radio programs statewide regarding finances, will begin regular television appearances on the Passe Partout Program on KLFY.


The minutes of the November 7, 2007 meeting were reviewed.

Parish needs were then discussed:

Family Development – promote tutoring that is available in the parish (after school tutoring at school, churches, and YES program, compile resource directory – educational information enhancement.

Family Resource Management –help fill our stimulus check forms with elderly, promote classes at technical school (classes offered are not being filled), transportation technical school, promote child medical program –LA CHIP, put LA CHIP application in newborn bags given by VFC, have home economics classes in schools or church groups help make bags for VFC or ouch dude dolls.
 Nutrition and Health – continue to promote nutrition and exercise well programs
General – lack of transportation – address grant with mayors and police jury.


After incidental discussions, the meeting was adjourned.
