All scholarship applications must be received in the Louisiana 4-H Foundation office by Thursday, March 8, 2012 at 4:30pm. Please note the following reminders regarding the 2012 scholarship applications:

· NEW- There is no limit for how many entries a parish may enter per scholarship. A 4-H’er may enter any Louisiana scholarship they qualify for.  
· Applications are to only cover the last three years of 4-H work (no project book is required.)
· Applicants for the $100 Parish Scholarships should minimally complete Section 1 & 6.
· The deadline for applications to be received in the Louisiana 4-H Foundation office is Thursday, March 8, 2012 at 4:30pm.  This deadline will be strictly enforced.
· Applicants for scholarships must be a 2012 graduating high school senior and entering college or technical school in the Summer or Fall 2012. 
General scholarship requirements are:

1. 4-H Scholarship Application Form (extra pages added only where option is given).  Application should be typed. Any handwritten applications will be docked 5% of their overall score.
2. Transcript of grades; including mid-term grades signed by an appropriate school official.

3. Copy of ACT scores.

4. Letter of recommendation from an academic advisor (teacher, guidance counselor, principal) on school letterhead stationery.
5. Must meet requirements as stipulated in the scholarship criteria (see last 3 pages of this packet)
6. Parish 4-H Agent must validate all 4-H information submitted is accurate.  Validation is done with his/her signature in Section 1.
Club members submitting applications for more than one scholarship need only submit a single form.  Please do not hesitate to contact our office at 225-578-2972 if you have questions.

NOTE: All scholarships will be awarded upon completion of the first semester by submitting a college transcript and personal thank you card addressed to the scholarship sponsor/donor to the Louisiana 4-H Foundation Office.  Scholarships will be withdrawn from the recipient for any of the following reasons:  being placed on disciplinary probation; or resigning and/or "dropping out" of the University.

*SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS:  In addition to the requirements listed above, scholarship applicants must submit the following: 

1. 4-H scholarship form must be typed.
2. Transcript of grades, including mid-term grades of senior year.
3. Copy of ACT scores.

4. One letter of recommendation from an academic advisor.
5. Any handwritten applications will be automatically deducted 5% of the total score from the judges.
Scholarship judging will take place in Baton Rouge in mid-March.  Winners will be notified via their 4-H Agent by April 13, 2012.  Scholarships will be judged by a committee of 4-H Agents/Volunteers representing the five Louisiana 4-H regions.  Applications will be scored on leadership (30%), citizenship/community service (30%), non 4-H experiences (15%), impact focus (20%) and presentation (5%).  Each application will be scored independently by each judge on the committee.
