A light lunch was served before the meeting.
FCS Extension Agent, Ginger Boutwell welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked ALC members to introduce themselves. Mrs. Boutwell gave a brief orientation of the role of the advisory leadership council in Extension’s programming process and explained the mission of the Louisiana Cooperative Extension Service (LCES).She shared the responsibilities of ALC members and discussed the job descriptions of members. 

The meeting was then turned over to Terri Crawford who served as facilitator for the meeting. Mrs. Crawford reminded the members of the issues that were discussed at the last meeting and asked if there were any new ones that needed addressing. No new topics were identified. The top four issues identified by the FCS Advisory Leadership Council for Franklin Parish were:

1. Parenting Skills – includes learning how to parent difficult children, literacy, grandparenting
2. Health and Safety- nutrition & physical activity, STD prevention, ATV, bike and car safety, and Mental health
3. Job readiness – resume’, work ethics, proper dress attire, work etiquette, social skills, and personal pride.
At the last ALC meeting members chose the topic they wanted to help with and began brainstorming ideas to address them. At this meeting the members continued to work on their topic and come up with more concrete plans. After further discussion some decided to change the original focus. The following is a brief outline of the plans to address each topic:
1. Parenting skills – Gail Fowler, Pamela McBroom, Regina Goodman and Misty Ferrington
Objective: To teach basic care and bonding and stages of development to caregivers of children less than one year and pregnant moms. 
Date: Summer 2010 have main event and then ongoing

Program plan: One big event will be held with speakers and hands-on activities for caregivers. Volunteers such as 4-H Junior Leaders will be used as care providers for children present. The event will be publicized in the newspaper, radio, churches, daycares, and fliers sent home with students.
2. Health and Safety – Barbara Copes and Amy Linder

Objective: Improve nutritional status of residents of Franklin Parish
Focus: Healthy Alternatives to traditional offerings (such as Halloween, Thanksgiving, birthdays, etc.)

Date: October 2010

Program Plan: Residents will be given information on healthy alternatives for traditional offerings through articles in newspapers, radio infomercials, fliers in clinics, schools, banks, etc., and cooking demos on TV and at Franklin Parish Library.
3. Job Readiness- Debbie Price, Mary Belle White, Katie McCarty, Mary Pat Polk, Glen Spence
Objective: Improve the job readiness skills of high school students and their parents

Date: March 2011
Program Plan: Hold a Job Readiness Fair one Saturday at the Northeast Louisiana Technical College where there would be mini sessions (30 minutes) on resumes, work ethics, work etiquette, proper dress and personal pride in yourself and your work. Open the session with a motivational speaker. Maybe see if the students could earn extra points in their classes for attending.
