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LSU AgCenter chancellor explains proposed budget ¢s

Dr. Bill Richardson, LSU AgCenter chancellor, sutied a proposed 2011-2012 budget
that includes a 23 percent reduction that will ictgarograms and jobs.

Dr. John Lombardi, LSU System president, asked eantpus within the LSU System to

This proposed budget would take effect July 1, 2011

Adding in projected unfunded mandates, the totata@the LSU AgCenter is
approximately $19 million, Richardson said. Thiguest comes as the remaining $300
million federal stimulus funding for higher eduaatiwill expire at the end of the next
fiscal year, he explained.

“To absorb cuts of this magnitude will require diasction,” Richardson said, “and will
affect our ability to deliver vital research andexsion programs to the state.”

Richardson will gave a preliminary report to thelLBoard of Supervisors on July 16.
He did not report specific cuts, but anticipate$ Riyoffs statewide.

One hundred employees accepted retirement propesaishe last year, he said.
The most recent proposed cuts will amount to aet@gnt reduction to the LSU

AgCenter over the last three years, Richardson $aiere are no contingency funds left
in the AgCenter, he added.



Unlike most institutions of higher learning, theUL@gCenter does not receive tuition
from students, Richardson explained. “The numbehiofys we can raise revenue on is
pretty small.”

Dr. Patrick Colyer, Northwest regional director tbe LSU AgCenter, identified a few of
the programs offered in the 12 parishes he supviEhose include three agricultural
research stations, a greenhouse tomato programtkeHaster Gardener program and
various nutrition, parenting and financial classes.

With personal bankruptcies and credit card delbregsing while retirement savings are
decreasing among Americans, the need to teachciaditeracy in the nation’s high
schools is critical.

Eleven teachers in Bienville Parish
took advantage of the opportunity to
participate in the High School
Financial Planning Program (HSFPP)
teacher in-service taught by Diane
Uzzle, financial resource management
agent, LSU AgCenter. Guest speaker
~included Princeton Williams, senior

. economic education specialist, Public

For teachers, the challenge is to
provide instruction on a topic that traditionallgshnot been included in the nation’s high
school curricula. Finding, obtaining and integrgtfree, noncommercial and high-
guality classroom materials about personal finarasebe difficult and time-consuming,
Uzzle said. Also, some teachers may have onlydinknowledge of personal finance
issues.

For high school students, the challenge is to s&/startling statistics such as these:

. Fewer than half of teens participating in a récemvey understood how to
budget.
. Entering college freshmen have an average debi 600 on personal credit

cards.



. Americans under age 25 are filing for bankrugtster than any other age group.
