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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations will apply tack and every department of the Fair and exhibaogs
required to familiarize themselves with all rules.

SECTION 1: INTERPRETATIONS, AMENDMENTS & VIOLATION S

Rule 1 The Red River Parish Fair reserves todaré the final and absolute right to interpret ¢hrges
and regulations and arbitrarily settle and deteenaithmatters, questions and differences in retjateto
or otherwise arising out of, connected with or dleeit to the Fair.

Rule 2 The management reserves the right to ameadd to these rules as it may deem advisabtbgin
event of general and special rules, the lattergutilern.

SECTION 2: ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Rule 1 The management reserves the right to rajgcentry offered. The management reserves thée righ
to remove from the grounds any exhibit that mayabeely entered or deemed unsuitable or
objectionable; or to remove any sign, banner oegising matter of any kind which may be deemed
objectionable by it, without assigning a reason.

Rule 5 All exhibits must be entered in the naméhefowner, but the owner's name cannot be displayed
on the exhibit until after the same has been jddgdess otherwise stated in Department rules.

Rule 6 Exhibits for competition may not bear adigerg or tags as to quality, service, ownership, 8uch
items will be considered commercial and must leareld through proper authorities for space at gt R
River Parish Fair.

SECTION 3: EXHIBITORS' DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES

Rule 1 If it is ascertained that any exhibitor magde or caused to be made any false statemermgandr
to any animal or article, or if any exhibitor shattempt to interfere with the judges in the parfance of
their duties, he shall be excluded from competitoexhibition on the grounds of the Fair Associati

Rule 2 Exhibitors will be given a duplicate enttyeck and this check must be presented to sedure i
entry at the close of the Fair.

Rule 3 Every exhibit must remain intact through Saturday October 4 or forfeit premiums. Entries will be
released and can be picked up Sunday, Oct. 5, 1:p0n. - 3:00 p.m.

Rule 4 Exhibitors must promptly claim and remowveitiproperty at the close of the fair.

SECTION 4: LIABILITY OF EXHIBITORS

Rule 1 All property of every character entereddompetition, display or other purposes or beingrdrere
in the Fairgrounds shall be subject to the cortfdthe Red River Parish Fair Association.

Rule 2 All exhibits entered are at the risk of éxibitor. Neither the Red River Parish Fair noy ahits
representatives are responsible for any lossmada to any exhibits. Proper care will be exercised
by the fair management to protect exhibits.



SECTION 5: AWARDS AND PREMIUMS

Rulel Judging is not open to public.

Rule6 Inasmuch as it is easy for tags and ribbons tetm®ved from one exhibit to another, all award$ wi
be made strictly from the Judges' books, whicteamepted as the only true records of premium
awards.

Rule 7 Premiums will be paid only for exhibits puoed or made during 2008 except in stated cases.

Rule 8 All premiums will be paid and awards giveaumdnoon Saturday, October 4.

Rule 9 NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS: If the financial condition of the Red River Parfsair Association
permits, 100% of the listed premiums will be paickhibitors. However, the Fair Association ressrve
the right to adjust these premiums according talave funds.

SECTION 6: PROTESTS & APPEALS

Rulel All protests must be made in writing and accomgé by a deposit of $50.00, which deposit will be
forfeited if protest is not sustained. The protaast state plainly the cause of complaint or appgdl
must be filed with the Board of Directors withiwdi hours after completion of judging. It must comtzt
least one specific charge stating at length atkfaslied upon or the rules violated and namingn@sses
by whom proof is to be made.

Rule2 No complaint or appeal based upon the statethanhthe judge or judges are incompetent or have
overlooked an animal or article will be considebgydhe management.

Rule3 The right of an exhibitor to appeal from the dam of a judge to the Board will be only whersit i
charged that the award has been made in violafithme rules governing the exhibit, or when it is
charged that the decision of the judge has bdkreirced or interfered with.

Rule4 All questions of disputes not provided for untlerse rules shall be referred to by the Board of
Directors of the Red River Parish Fair Associatiwhose decision shall be final.

Rule5 In addition to the right of protest guarantee@sthibitors, the Directors reserve the right tcetak
cognizance of fraud consummated or attemptedrin@ction with an exhibit and take such action
as may be deemed just and proper and as may bantetirby the premises.

SECTION 7: STATE FAIR ENTRIES
