Rules & Regulatog

Broiler Show

1. Entries must have been purchased through the LSU AgCenter’s Louisiana
Cooperative Extension Setrvice.

2. All entries must meet all State health requirements.

3. An exhibitor may enter two(2) pens of Broilers: 1 pen of 3 Pullets and/or 1
pen of 3 Cockerels.

4, Exhibitors are expected to help handle birds during the Show.

5. Broilers pens will be placed in ribbon groups

6. One (1) Champion and one (1) Reserve Champion pen of Broilers will be
selected and all decisions are final.

7. Exhibitors with Champion pens must attend the Awards luncheon on Saturday,
February 1, 2020 to receive their award(s).

Exhibition Show

1. All entries must meet all State health requirements.

2. Breeds/varieties classes will determined by show management.

3. An exhibitor may show a maximum of 3 varieties as follows: 3 varieties of
bantams, 2 varieties of bantams and 1 variety of standards, 2 varieties of
standards and 1 variety of bantams or 3 varieties of standards.

An exhibitor may show no more than 2 cocks, 2 hens, 2 cockerels or 2
pullets of any variety. Cock- male 12 months or older, Hen- female 12
months or older, Cockerel-male less than 12 months, Pullet- female less
than 12 months of age

4, Champions will be selected by judge and all decisions are final.

5. Other birds will be placed in ribbon groups

6. Exhibitors with Champion birds must attend the Awards luncheon on Saturday,

February 1, 2020 to receive their award.

Poultry Showmanship - Broiler & Exhibition will be split.

1. Age divisions are 9-11, 12-14 and 15 and up, for broilers and for exhibition.

Premiere Exhibitor Contest — conducted during poultry judging.
