Here are a few things to remember:
· All Lafayette Parish 4-H project books are due to the Lafayette 4-H Office by Friday, February 28th. Books may be due to your school leader before this date. Check with your leader/teacher to make sure you are turning them in on time.
· Complete your record book as neatly as possible, if our judges cannot read it, they cannot judge it!
Tips for 4th and 5th Graders:
· You only have to submit your actual book- no portfolio is required for 4th and 5th grade!
· Complete your entire project books (including the story!) before turning it in to your leader
· Try to add pictures to your project book where appropriate! Adding pictures can boost your overall score!
Tips for 6th-12th Graders:
· You MUST submit a 4-H portfolio and attach your project book or activity guide. 
· Don’t forget to put the project book or activity guide behind section 8, the Project Summary of the 4-H Portfolio.
· You may submit up to 3 years of work- use a different page for each year, in sections 2-5.
· Bind your portfolio, project book/activity guide, and supporting materials in a 3-prong folder or a record book cover. You can purchase a 4-H record book cover from the   4-H Office for $3, this is optional.
· If you are able, section dividers/tabs can help the judges get through the book more easily. 

Record Book Workshop
Please encourage your 4-H members to attend the upcoming record book workshop held on Monday, December 23rd at the Lafayette Parish 4-H Office. The first workshop is geared towards 6th-12th graders and will be held from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. The second workshop is geared towards 4th and 5th graders and will be held from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. They should bring their project book with them- a camera isn’t a bad idea either! Have them call (337)291-7090 to RSVP. Both workshops are free; we like to get a headcount for supplies.

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Golden Clover Award
We are offering the 4-H Foundation Golden Clover Award (formerly Award of Excellence) for Junior 4-H members.  Awards will be presented at our 4-H Honors Program to outstanding Junior 4-H members. To qualify, a 4-H'er must meet these basic requirements:
1.	Must be under 14 years of age on January 1st, 2020.
2.	Must have at least two (2) years of 4-H club work including award year.
3.	Must score at least 250 points on application and scorecard.
4.	This award can be won by an individual only once.
5.	Must be in either the 7th or 8th grade.
Scorecards were mailed directly to the 4-H members in mid-November.  They are to be returned to the 4-H office no later than Monday, December 2nd. Please encourage your 4-H’ers to fill out this application.
Emerald Achievement Award & Honor Cord
4-H Emerald Achievement Awards (formerly Key Club Awards) in Louisiana are given to outstanding high school 4-H’ers. To qualify, 4-H’ers must be 15 years of age as of January 1st, 2020, must have three (3) years of club work, and have completed one year of junior leader work. Please remind your 4-H’ers who qualify to apply.
The “4-H Honor Cord” letter with the link to the online applications to be awarded to graduating seniors were also mailed out.  Seniors must have been in 4-H for three years of their high school career, participated in at least one state event and a member in good standing.  
Both applications were mailed directly to the 4-H members in mid-November and are due in the   4-H Office by December 2nd. Please remind your      4-H’ers that this award can only be won once in a     4-H’er’s career.
Christmas Cookie Contest
	It’s that time of year where our 4-Her’s get to baking! All 4-Her’s are encouraged to participate in the Christmas Cookie Contest, if your club decides to hold one. Categories for the Christmas Cookie Contest include: Most 4-H Spirit, Prettiest Christmas Cookie, and Most Unusual Christmas Cookie. 4-Her’s can only enter one cookie per category, and a cookie cannot fall into more than one category. However,   4-Her’s are welcome to enter all the categories, if they wish! If 4-Her’s would like to bring enough cookies to share, they may (if the school/club permits it). You may want to ask someone from the school (principal, librarian, janitor, other teachers) to judge your contest. This is a great way to get the school involved! Certificates are attached to the Leader Update email, but agents will also bring them to your December meeting.

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Marker Recycling Project Update
One parish-wide community service project which your club may choose to participate in is the USED Marker Recycling program. The collection drive starts in November and goes through the beginning of February. The following is a description of how the drive will be held.
1. Clubs can start to collect markers now. Inform your school administrators or PTO about participating in the ColorCycle program. 
2. Place boxes around your school or community. Involve as many 4-H members in the collection process as possible. Setup dates to count the markers. 
3. Pack the markers in a cardboard box with minimal outer markings and print out the shipping label from the following website (http://www.crayola.com/colorcycle.aspx). You will need to register your school in order to get the labels. 
4. FedEx Ground will pick up the markers and Crayola pays all shipping charges. 
5. The last step is to report the number of markers collected by your 4-H club to the Lafayette Parish 4-H office. Clubs are asked to keep an accurate count of the numbers/pounds of markers collected. A final count will be due in February.
6. Clubs collecting the most markers will be recognized at the Honors Program in May.
