Important Camp News

This should be based on how active the members have been beginning from “1” through the total applications received. We will continue taking applications through March or until we reach our quota.

Junior Leaders who have been diagnosed were able to give their perspective. Throughout the year, different clubs and our Junior Leaders are highlighting different types of special needs.
