Contest Description: Individual contestants will take a written test including identification of insects.
Correct spelling of common name and order will be a factor in scoring.

Age Requirement: Must have passed his/her 13" birthday and not passed his/her 20%" birthday by
January 1° of the current year.

A parish may send 2 contestants.

Contestants will be required to identify twenty-five (25) insects of economic importance by
common name and order, and whether the insect is a pest or beneficial. Insect orders must be
spelled correctly to receive full credit. Insects belonging to the order homoptera have been put
in the order hemiptera. The Golden Nature Guide “Insects” uses the old terminology of
homoptera. Answers on the test will be considered correct using hemiptera or homoptera for
insects that were considered homopterans.

Contestants will be required to answer questions of a practical nature regarding the habits,
food, etc., of all insects in a written exam. Questions will be taken from a Golden Nature Guide
listed below.
